We have recently been alerted to the fact that spot traffic pollution monitoring in the Borough has highlighted excessive levels of traffic pollution on the A25/A227 in Borough Green and elsewhere, and that as a result T&MBC may be commissioning comprehensive studies in the area, a move we wholly support.

We would like to make the points below:

1. That all major developments that will impact on traffic and pollution levels should be deferred until the position is clarified.

2. That the proposers of these plans are required to submit robust AQ management proposals as supplements to their planning applications.

3. We understand that under the Localism Act, fines for non-compliance with European Air Quality Directives will devolve from Central Government to Local Authorities, and we wish to make it clear that as a Parish we would insist that our taxes are spent on resolving pollution rather than wasted paying fines for non-compliance.

We would like this letter to also be entered as a supplementary to our submission to TM/11/01191/FL Crest Nicholson Isles Quarry West.
